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The emblem symbolizes a dynamic motion from Korea's traditional
performance, which used to be performed to celebrate rich harvest
and pray for deeper cooperation and prosperity of a community.

Through this performance "Nong—-Ak(x=2H)," we pray for common
prosperity of the APEC region;

The motion of spinning the ribbon at the top of the hat, "SANGMO
DOLLYGY(AZ2=2I21)," signifies the dynamism of the APEC economy;
and the circle the ribbon makes symbolizes the pacific economic
rim of the APEC, and the tabor with the Taeguk mark symbolizes
Korea, the host of the 12th APEC FMM.
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
